Accelerated Level-Based Approach

e English language proficiency is a very important life skill. Hence, all ELGA® classes provide
opportunity for accelerated learning, so that students can also learn well in other subjects.

Integrated Component-Based Approach

ELGA® is broken into 5 components. Each component builds an important skill in students. The 5
components are Phonics, Whole words, Reading and Listening Comprehension, Grammar, Writing
& Speaking Expression. Each of these components are taught in every class. The components are
integrated through common themes of general awareness.

Phonics

Through Phonics, students learn:
¢ basic lefter sounds and advanced sound patterns
e to recognise, read, and spell words

In Whole Words students build strong vocabulary by:
¢ learning to recognise and read a collection of words on sight. These are words that don't follow phonics rules

and appear in stories very often
¢ learning word meanings
¢ learning strategies to find meanings of new words while reading

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@ Reading and Listening Comprehension

In Reading Comprehension, students learn to read and understand texts by:
e using various reading strategies like making connections, visualisation, and drawing conclusions
e asking and answering questions
¢ analysing the texts they read
¢ learning and applying thinking skills like reasoning
In Listening Comprehension, students practise the same skills by listening to audio stories and watching videos.

Through Grammar, students become better writers and speakers by:

¢ learning the principles and rules of the language

e practising to write grammatically correct sentences and paragraphs

e focusing on applying the rules and not merely remembering them
This improves their ability to write and speak correctly.

In Writing and Speaking Expression, students:

o follow the IDEEP process of writing - Ideate, Draft, Enhance, Edit, and Publish. This is the process that writers
follow.

¢ learn to express their thoughts and feelings through drawings and words

¢ learn to share and accept feedback

All components are integrated into units through topics of general knowledge and values.
In each unit, students:
